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Health & Safety

Method Statement

General Commercial Refurbishments

This method statement applies to the works conducted under maintenance programming to operative sites with reference to and in compliance with the Safety Statement of Trimstar Ltd (the Company) and the Health and Safety Regulations applying to contractors working on operative sites.

General

1. COSHH assessment shall have been made for all materials.

2. All previous coatings shall be prepared with proprietary products following manufacturer’s guidelines.

3. All re-coatings shall be as approved by the company.

4. Should two – pack paint systems be used, then in all cases manufacturer’s instructions for use, as detailed in Health and Safety Data Sheets and Technical Information Sheets, shall be followed.

5. All company personnel shall at all times, wear relevant protective clothing.
6. Should exterior temperatures fall below 0 degrees Centigrade or rise above 35 degrees Centigrade, then two – pack spraying works shall not be conducted.

Application

1
Suitably cordoned off areas to be worked on.
2
Advise site supervision of work to be carried ot.

3
Suitably abrade substrate to be treated.
4
Clean down substrate with pre-paint wipe.

5
Apply masking tape and areas to be sprayed.
6
Spray apply 1 coat of Trimite AP45, two-pack epoxy undercoat/primer.

7
Spray apply 1 coat of Trimite AE262, two-pack Acrylic Topcoat.

8
Remove and dispose of all masking tape and paper.

9
Remove all cordons.
10
Inspect site with site supervisor and obtain a satisfactory signature.
Coating

1
Abrading to key is to be performed before each coat of paint.
2
Paint is to be spray, brush or roller applied. Site supervisor is to be informed when spraying will begin. Unless it is possible to isolate the area of coating, or for persons on site to maintain an appropriate distance, the site will be then closed for the period of spraying, and until the coating is touch dry. All air conditioning, heating or other equipment which generates an air flow is to be isolated. Staff and public will be required to leave any areas which might be affected by 
solvent vapours.
Any significant delays to the commencement of work, revision of procedures or additional works which are ordered by the site supervisor will be confirmed with the company by the team leader, and site manager will be asked to authorise by signing a Variation sheet. (See Arrival 2 for more on the use of variation sheets)

Spray applied Coatings are to be applied to a Wet Film Thickness and Dry Film Thickness as approved by the manufacturer.

Following completion of Coating Works.

1
Where any paint works have been completed, the company WET PAINT sign shall be affixed to the inside of the closest relevant surface. Prior to affixing, all available information is to be inserted.

2
Following completion of the works each day, all redundant hardware shall be removed. Paint and general waste shall be removed form the site and disposed of in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations. No waste caused as a direct result of these works shall be left on the site.
3
The team leader shall inspect the works with the site supervisor and, upon agreement of satisfactory completion, obtain a signature to that affect on the completion note.
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
